Skiers triggered an avalanche on an east-facing slope at 9350ft.

From obs: "The crown was just over 2ft deep at its max and 150ft+ wide. The were signs of recent wind loading

as we approached the bowl prior to the slide. We did not observe any other avalanches while we were out.”
